PRINT MEDIA & PHOTOGRAPHERS, TELEVISION & RADIO, WEBSITES, AND COMMERCIAL
PHOTOGRAPHERS

Requests from any of the above must be sent to;
Bulldog Media Accreditation Officer

and received by FRIDAY 16 MARCH 2012,
Applications received after this date may be returned.

Please read section 2 below for information that must be supplied with each request.
INFORMATION TO BE SUPPLIED WITH EACH APPLICATION

a) A formal request for accreditation, written on the publication’s official letterhead, signed by the Editor
or a Director of the publication.

b) A completed Accreditation Form (See Page 3).
c) Written confirmation of the publications frequency and its circulation or readership figures.
d) A current and original copy of the publication.

e) Examples of all published material from the 2010 or 2011 Bulldog Rally, if either the applicant or the
publication were accredited.

NOTE: c¢) and d) do not apply to major National or International press agencies.
e) does not apply to first-time applicants.

GUIDELINES AND INFORMATION FOR ACCREDITATION APPLICATIONS

a) Up to a maximum of three (3) representatives per organisation will be considered for accreditation.
A separate form should be submitted for each applicant.

b) To be accredited, a publication must:
i) have a circulation size and quality that satisfies the criteria of this event.
i) be on general sale to the public or via subscription.

c) Accreditation for Photographers. A limited number of Photographer Tabards will be available to Photog-
raphers supplying to print or electronic Media. Priority will be given to national publications and agencies
based on circulation, frequency and previous coverage of this event or previous rounds of the MSA
British Rally Championship.

d) Many photographers signing on for the event also work as commercial photographers selling their
images to competitors or the general public. Any photographers intending to sell images should first
apply in writing to the Media Accreditation Officer providing details of the proposed sales website,
each application will be considered on merit. A fee for this opportunity may be levied, but as a minimum
the organisers require the right to receive five full size digital images of their choice for use by the BRC
and / or organising team. Where photos are used, credit will be provided to the photographer, but there
will be no reward for such photos.

e) Advertising, PR, marketing, and or sponsors representatives will be accredited at the discretion of the
organisers.

f) All photographers are advised that in line with most motorsport photography activities they must be
insured against public liability up to a value of £5,000,000.

A letter or email confirming accreditation will be sent to all successful applicant(s).
The original letter or email must be produced when collecting passes at the event.

No pass(es) can be collected without this confirmation.
